WHAT IS THE PHILIPPINE BLOG AWARDS? 
 
The Philippine Blog 
Awards (PBA) is an annual 
event that aims to 
recognize Filipino-owned 
blogs that represent the 
best in the vibrant and 
diverse Filipino blogging 
community. This diversity is seen in the different niches, 
ranging from but not limited to the arts, culture, technology 
and politics and the new forms and medium of blogging like 
podcasting and video blogging. Indeed Filipinos here and 
abroad and netizens from around the world have become 
more familiar and regular punters or visitors of the Filipino 
blogging industry and community. 
 
But there is still more. Not only does the Philippine Blog 
Awards limits itself as a venue to showcase notable Filipino 
blogs but it is also an annual event that aims to promote 
blogging as a growing new media industry.
